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Background

Considering the curricular reforms as instrumental for desired learning outcomes,
all the academic departments of Maharaja Ganga Singh University, Bikaner made a
rigorous attempt to revise the curriculum of undergraduate and postgraduate
programmes in alignment with National Education Policy-2020 and UGC Quality
Mandate for Higher Education Institutions-2021. The process of revising the curriculum
could be prompted with the adoption of “Comprehensive Roadmap for Implementation
of NEP-2020". The Roadmap identified the key features of the Policy and elucidated
the Action Plan with well-defined responsibilities and indicative timeline for major

academic reforms.

The process of revamping the curriculum started with the series of webinars and
discussions conducted by the University to orient the teachers about the key features
of the Policy, enabling them to revise the curriculum in sync with the Policy. Proper
orientation of the faculty about the vision and provisions of NEP-2020 made it easier
for them to appreciate and incorporate the vital aspects of the Policy in the revised
curriculum focused on ‘creating holistic, thoughtful, creative and well-rounded
individuals equipped with the key 21st century skills’ for the ‘development of an

enlightened, socially conscious, knowledgeable, and skilled nation’.

With NEP-2020 in background, the revised curricula articulate the spirit of the
policy by emphasising upon— integrated approach to learning; innovative pedagogies
and assessment strategies; multidisciplinary and cross-disciplinary education; creative
and critical thinking; ethical and Constitutional values through value-based courses;
21st century capabilities across the range of disciplines through life skills,
entrepreneurial and professional skills; community and constructive public
engagement; social, moral and environmental awareness; Organic Living and Global
Citizenship Education (GCED); holistic, inquiry-based, discovery-based, discussion-
based, and analysis-based learning; exposure to Indian knowledge system, cultural
traditions and classical literature through relevant courses offering ‘Knowledge of
India’; fine blend of modern pedagogies with indigenous and traditional ways of
learning; flexibility in course choices; student-centric participatory learning; imaginative
and flexible curricular structures to enable creative combination of disciplines for study;

offering  multiple entry and exit points initially in  undergraduate



programmes; alignment of Vocational courses with the International Standard
Classification of Occupations maintained by the International Labour Organization;
breaking the silos of disciplines; integration of extra-curricular and curricular aspects;
exploring internships with local industry, businesses, artists and crafts persons; closer
collaborations between industry and higher education institutions for technical,
vocational and science programmes; and formative assessment tools to be aligned
with the learning outcomes, capabilities, and dispositions as specified for each course.
In case of UG programmes in Engineering and Vocational Studies, it was decided that
the departments shall incorporate pertinent NEP recommendations while complying
with AICTE, NBA, NSQF, International Standard Classification of Occupations, Sector
Skill Council and other relevant agencies/sources. The University has also developed
consensus on adoption of Blended Learning with 10% component of online teaching

and 90% face to face classes for each programme.

The revised curricula of various programmes could be devised with concerted
efforts of the faculty, Heads of the Departments and Deans of Faculty. The draft
prepared by each department was discussed in series of discussion sessions
conducted at Department, Faculty and the University level. The leadership of the
University has been a driving force behind the entire exercise of developing the
uniform template and structure for the revised curriculum. The Vice Chancellor of the
University conducted series of meetings with Heads and Deans to deliberate upon the
vital parameters of the revised curriculum to formulate a uniform template featuring
Background, Programme Outcomes, Programme Specific Outcomes, Postgraduate
Attributes, Structure of Masters Course, Learning Outcome Index, Semester-wise
Courses and Credit Distribution, Course-level Learning Outcomes, Teaching- Learning
Process, Blended Learning, Assessment and Evaluation, Keywords and References.
The experts of various Boards of Studies contributed to a large extent in giving the final
shape to the revised curriculum of each programme. Stimulated Sessions were
conducted under the dynamic leadership or the IQAC, Maharaja Ganga Singh
University to give a final shape to the curricula. It is due to their endeavors that the

curricula could acquire its present shape.

To ensure the implementation of curricular reforms envisioned in NEP-2020, the
University has decided to implement various provisions in a phased manner,
therefore, the curriculum may be reviewed annually so as to gradually include all

relevant provisions of NEP-2020.
